General Rules
1. Please read all rules carefully and comply with them. They are written for your benefit and the best interest of the club. TTPAI officers were voted into office by members of the club to run the pulls as the rules state. With this many people involved it is hard to keep everyone happy. Everyone is expected to conduct themselves in a calm manner, so we can all enjoy the pull.
2. Any decision of officials is final and will be in the best interest of the club as a whole.  Officials are pull judges, tech inspectors, and officers of the club.  The Board of Directors can review any decision. If a problem or complaint arises that is not covered by an established rule, two officers will make the call. All drivers and crew members are to behave in a respectable manner at all times.  Disruptive behavior will result in disqualification for that day, and the next 2 pulls. Second offense of this rule will result in full season suspension. 
3. No alcoholic beverages to be consumed by drivers during competition.  

4. All drivers must be a member of the club to pull.  Membership shall be $20.00 per calendar year; one day membership shall be $10.00.  Age limits to participate will be determined by the officials.  All members must sign a release and indemnification agreement, filed with the Secretary.  Drivers under 18 years of age must have agreement signed by guardian, and may be required to show ability to operate the tractor. See safety rules for drivers under 18 years of age.
5. A tractor may be entered in a maximum of two classes and two times per class by paying two entry fees per class. Separate drivers may be used if officials are properly notified. If a tractor is entered in a class more than once, by paying 2 entry fees and that tractor is running for the points, the driver running for the points will be the first one to pull a number. Points go to the tractor and not the driver. The person taking entries will note on the pulling order form that the second driver is not pulling for points. That tractor may only win one prize money place per class.
6. Entry fee is $15.00 per entry.  $10.00 for hook fee with an additional surcharge of $3.50 for insurance and $1.50 for equipment expenses, fuel, etc. All entries must be made before start of pull.  Class starts when the hook is dropped in first tractor in class. Late arrivals may sign up after pull has started, but will go to bottom of list.  If prize money has already figured for the classes that entry fee will go to the club. The prize money will not be refigured for that pull. No entry fee will be refunded unless the tech committee finds the tractor with mechanical difficulties or safety failure. Entry fee will only be refunded if the tractor cannot make/pull its 2nd class.
7. TTPAI’s payback schedule is computerized based on TTPAI’s (8) classes. Any added money from sponsors and or promoters will go toward all (8) TTPAI classes and not any added classes.
8. TTPAI will add a class if there is 3 or more tractors in the same class. The added class must follow all of TTPAI rules. The added class will run after all of TTPAI classes. The added class will be paid back based on TTPAI’s 80% payback schedule.

9. The pull will start with a stock class and the order of classes will be rotated at each pull.  See schedule for exact pulling order.  All classes will be 1 hook. Championship events may have specific requirements, fees, etc. when they are announced.
10. To accumulate points the tractor must have the hook dropped into the hitch with the engine running and an attempt made to move the sled. Tractor must attend half of the point’s pulls to be eligible for point’s winner trophy.  If there is a tie for point’s winner trophies, the tie breaker will go by the number of 1st place pulls then 2nd place pulls, etc. until a winner is determined.

11. All rules except safety rules and NQS rules are locked in for a three year period, 2018, 2019, and 2020.
