Safety Rules
1. These rules are minimum rules for safety and in no way define a totally safe tractor.  It is up to the owners to make tractors as safe as possible.  Drivers must keep tractor under control at all times and operate in a safe manner, both on and off the track.  No racing in the pit area or to and from the track!

2. At the 1st pull during the year, that you attend, the tractor must be inspected.  Once tractor has passed inspection, a new TTPAI Tag will be put on kill switch. Without this tag you will not pull.  When this is done owner must keep tractor in compliance of all rules.

3. First time pullers to our club will have exception to certain rules in order to be able to pull that day (Tech Officials to make the call).  Steel flywheel and flywheel guard is not one of them.
4. All modified tractors must have machined aluminum or steel pulleys and/or flywheels, stamped steel or cast items are not allowed.
5. All drivers must wear long pants and shoes, no flip flops. Fire jackets required for modified classes. (Pants optional)
6. All drivers under 18 years of age must wear a helmet. Helmet must be fastened. If helmet is not fastened the flagger will disqualify the tractor.
7. All novice drivers may be required to show ability to operate the tractor in a safe manner. (Tech committee’s decision)The parent or guardian can assist a novice drive to select the gear and release the clutch in a stock class. Extensions to the clutch pedal are allowed and encouraged for small drivers.
