TRACK RULES


1. Officials are the people working the track at each pull.  Officials will make every effort to ensure a safe and proper pull.  Their decision is final.

2. If you have a complaint with something on the track, notify sled operator then, not later.  The sled operator and one official will address the issue and resolve it.
3. All tractors must be in neutral and driver must signal hooker with both hands in the air while being hitched and/or unhitched.  All tractors must be pushed back to the sled and onto the scales.

4. The first puller in each class can turn down their first attempt and re-hook immediately or drop to the spot between the 3rd & 4th puller or to last on the original pull line up form by notifying the flagger at the end of their pull.  This is driver’s choice.  Failure to respond will make distance official.  If a puller has mechanical difficulty, they may skip (3) place, if not ready then drop to last.  The last puller must pull within 5 minutes of being called. If the last puller is not ready, the sled operator will notify the secretary to start the timer. Unnecessary stalling to obtain a better position may result in disqualification.

5. The sled will be changed until officials feel it is right.  If the sled is changed, that class will start over.  The tractors that have pulled may come back and start over or drop 3 places.  (1st to 4th).
6. Any driver wanting the sled “spotted” must notify officials by placing the pylon in the appropriate spot before sled is returned to the start line for their pull.  Once sled is in position, it will not be moved unless driver before you drops out.  Once the sled hook is dropped in the tractor hitch, it is an attempt to move the sled with no entry fee refunded.  No entry fee will be refunded unless the tech committee finds the tractor with mechanical or safety failure.

7. Each tractor will be allowed two attempts per entry to move the front of the sled beyond the 75’-0” (NQS rule) pylons.  If a tractor goes out of bounds before the 75’-0” pylon on the first attempt or the driver wants to stop, the driver should raise one hand to notify sled operator of their intentions.  If the sled coasts beyond the pylons, it is sled operator’s discretion to allow a re-pull.  On a re-pull, weights can not be moved while hooked to the sled. If a driver wants to move their weights, they must drop 3 positions.

8. Drivers may mark reference lines at end of track for personal use only.  This in no way will determine finishing order of class.  Only exception to this rule is if counter on sled does not work. Two track officials will be at the end of track to mark distance of each tractor.  The decision of the 2 officials marking distance is final.  If 2 tractors are too close to call, they will re-pull. 

9. Track officials will determine the full pull distance prior to the start of the pull. In the event of a pull-off a floating finish may be used. If there is a tie any place there will be a pull off to determine the placing for points and / or money. In a pull off, the tractors must pull in the original pulling order. The first puller in a pull off is not allowed to turn down the first pull. All tractors in the pull-off must make an attempt to move the sled.  If an attempt is not made, the puller will be dropped to the last place of the tractors in the pull-off. 
10. The track crew, the tractor driver, and only one parent or guardian for a novice driver to assist with driving instructions are allowed on the track at any time  while the tractor is in forward pulling motion.  
11. Tractor must stop when flagged.  Tractor will be flagged when the forward motion of the sled stops, if there is mechanical difficulty in the sled, are if the tractor is operated in an unsafe manner endangering others. 

12. If the flagger observes any parts of the tractor falling off while hooked to the sled during the forward motion the result will be a disqualification.  
13. The pull will be measured when the forward motion of the sleds wheels stop.  Failure of the driver to stop, or unnecessary wheel spinning, or if the tractor wheels touch the boundaries at any point on the track, before the tractor reaches the full pull pylons, the result will be disqualification. All track side boundaries will marked with chalked.      
14. Drivers must remain seated and keep one hand on the steering wheel at all times during the pull.  No bouncing, tilting or jerking tractor while it is in motion.  
15. Tractor must be ready and running when the sled returns from the previous puller. The only exception is the first puller in each class due to sled or operator changes and track preparation.

16. Results are official 5 minutes after the class has ended.
17. At a pull the tractors in the pulling order have priority over scales.
